Who reads Urban Land? 
Some 41,000 ULI members worldwide receive Urban Land. They include real estate development professionals, developers, city  
land  planners, public officials, professional services providers, investors, and academics, who practice their vocations around the 
world. The pass-along readership is approximately 90,000. 
 
What kinds of articles does Urban Land look for? 
Urban Land covers topics within the field of land use and real estate development, including trends and innovations in different 
product areas (i.e., residential, office, industrial, retail, hotel, and resort/recreational); noteworthy development projects; exemplary 
approaches to growth management; experiences with the development approvals process; environmental issues and public policy; 
urban design and planning; the economic, demographic, and financial climate for development; the business of development; and 
particular markets.
